The JVC Jazz Festival-Newport is now in it’s 27th consecutive year and as always will feature the best that the world 
of jazz has to offer.  Last year’s event hosted George Benson, Chris Botti, Al Jarreau, Dr. John, McCoy Tyner, 
Angelique Kidjo, Arturo Sandoval, Savion Glover, Robert Glasper, The Bad Plus, Eddie Palmieri, James Carter,      
and many others on three festival stages!  The Festival also hosts a CraftsMarket featuring some 60 exhibitors.       

 
Fort Adams State Park in scenic Newport, Rhode Island is located on beautiful Narragansett Bay and Newport 
Harbor, which provides the perfect backdrop for this wonderful weekend of jazz, food and quality arts and crafts. 
 
Exhibitor Info:  All spaces are 10 X 10’ field.  No electricity or covering provided. Show is juried and categories are 
limited.  Original work given first preference but some imports are permitted.  Expected attendance is 15,000. 
Selling hours are 10:00am-6:30pm.  First Jury date is 5/06/07 but early acceptance is considered upon request. 
Applications will be continued to be accepted until show is full.  Limited on site exhibitor camping is available for a 
nominal fee.  Adult t-shirts, tank tops, sweatshirts or baseball caps are not permitted…this is strictly enforced. 
Fees:  Category A: $400  Category B: $460  Application Fee: $10.00 

(Fee includes $20 City of Newport Vendor License Fee) 
• Category A: Work that is hand-crafted by the exhibitor.  Includes pottery, jewelry, glass, woodwork, fiber, etc. 
• Category B: Work on manufactured clothing, non-craft items, assembled or mass produced items and imports. 
• Application Fee:  Required and non-refundable.  Must be included with application as a separate payment. 

• Booth Fee includes two exhibitor passes. 
 
Sales Tax:  All exhibitors who do not possess a valid Rhode Island sales tax certificate will be issued a temporary 
certificate on the first day of show for an additional fee of $10.  Exhibitors holding temporary certificates and non-
Rhode Island based exhibitors are required to submit sales tax collected to the promoter at the end of the show.
